The HBCU-HM Consortium met on Friday, July 30, 2010, during the ICHRIE Conference. Persons present are listed above. The meeting was called to order by President Deanne Williams. Introductions were made and we noted some new comers, among them Sandra Sydnor-Brusso, from Purdue University. We welcome Sandra to the group and looking forward to working with her for the benefit of the Consortium. 
Each HBCU_HM Program coordinator provided highlights and enrollment data for each school. See the summary below in a table format.

The Industry Partners (Hyatt, Marriott, Sodexo) provided insights related to hiring and overall updates. Hyatt reported that had 10-12 students as interns, 42 were hired as corporate interns. Sixteen students were recruited during Nabhood in Florida, in July

The Hyatt Partners  reviewed the Summer Bridge Program proposal and agreed that funding will be available, provided that the model is refined. A conference will be set up to complete the details of the proposal.

The Marriott partners, Steve Baumam reported that there are 105 HBCU Colleges and Universities, but only a few participate in the hospitality component. Cynthia Mayo reported that of the 105, about 15 HBCU colleges have hospitality programs. Of the 15, 14 schools are members. Karl reported that 203 students were hired as interns; 46 were hired as hourly employees. He stressed that students need to continuously work on soft skills and professional development.
Sodexo, Michelle, reported that 104 students were hired and Sodexo participates in events, such as social events.

Francis Kwansa reported on the 3rd Annual Entrepreneurial Summit, held at the University of Delaware in April. The summit is sponsored by Darden and the Consortium serves as a partner. The next one will be April 9-10, 2011. A business plan contest will be held for schools to compete for scholarships.

A brief summary was given of the Nabhood Conference by Deanne and Ernie. Students from minority schools were invited to attend. Internships for students will be provided by Nabhood.

The 15th Edition was published in July by Editor Pender Noriega. The new editor will be Faye Jackson, Tuskegee University. The Journal is distributed twice a year and is distributed through Blackwell’s Publishing, Ebesco and Cenage Learning. 
The next meeting will be held during the NSMH Conference, Atlanta GA.
